Tuition Rate Changes 

We strive to keep tuition increases to a minimum whenever 
possible. However, as operating and living costs continue to 
rise, adjustments are necessary to maintain the quality of 

care and programming we provide. As a result, tuition rates 
will increase beginning January 2026.
